199.Apologies for Absence.

Apologies were received from, Mrs Gill Battams, Mrs Jane Lewis, Mrs Laura Rostron County Councillor Mrs Louise Chapman, District Councillor Mr Toby Morris and Finance Officer Mr Graham Haynes.

200.Declarations of Interest.
Mrs Janet Witcomb as tenant of a Cottsway Housing Association garage in Riely Close.

201.Minutes of the Last Meeting.

The Minutes of the Meeting of 10 March were approved as a true record of the meeting.

202. Matters Arising.

202.1. Report of the Annual Parish Meeting.

This had been well attended. Mr Parkinson and Mr Schofield, WODC Officers who were invited to speak on the future of the waste collection service, appreciated the attendance which made their visit worth while. The café style evening was clearly successful, but in future a coffee break could be organised half way through the agenda.

202.2. Chairman’s Report of Meeting with Mr Joyce, Service Manager for Direct Access Physiotherapy. (185.1).

Members noted the following points:

· The appointments system was prioritised; nevertheless patients were entitled to expect to be seen by a physiotherapist within 18 weeks of a doctor’s diagnosis. 

· The formula for allocating surgery-based physiotherapy hours was calculated on the basis that 40 out of 1,000 patients were likely to require physiotherapy treatment. 

· The allocated hours included administrative time. Administrative tasks had increased but not the administration time allowance.

· Trauma and acute patients received a rapid response treatment, but local surgery-based physiotherapists treating other patients were struggling to provide their service constrained as it was by extra administration.

· Patients could arrange to see a physiotherapist in any surgery in West Oxfordshire where appointments were available.

Agreed: The PC would write to Mr Cameron as the local MP to raise this problem with the Government.

Separate Physiotherapy Service arrangements for disabled patients.

Mrs Braybrooke-Tucker informed members that a physiotherapist specialising in treating disabled patients worked from the Witney hospital and would see a patient at their home within three weeks of a request from the doctor.

202.2.Co-op Access Improvements.

Mr Pat Kiely at Co-op Botley Headquarters had confirmed that he had contacted Mr Tamplin as the architect about the plan’s details in order to cost the scheme.

Agreed: The Clerk would speak to Mr Tamplin about any required correspondence.

202.3. Tarmac Extension at the new Silver Railings bus shelter.

The PC was responsible for funding this work. The Clerk had asked Mr Wilson at Northern Highways for a quotation.

202.4. Deteriorating tarmac by the George and Dragon hump.

Members confirmed this area of pot holes was a hazard.

The Clerk had reported this and would check details of the work schedule.

202.5. Reserved Space for Disabled Parking at Station Terrace.(188.1.)

Mike Ruse at OCC had confirmed that DPPP places cannot be provided for helpers or relatives. The disabled resident was self sufficient in having a driveway but could benefit from a Private Access Protection Marking to protect the drive.

Agreed: The Clerk would contact Northern Highways to request this.

202.6. Problem with Overflowing Dog Bins.(189.2.)

John Parkinson WODC, who had spoken at the Annual Parish Meeting, had asked for the dog waste bin collection to be addressed and wished to be informed if the problem recurred. 

202.7. Concrete Bollard on the Church Road Verge.

This still had not been removed.

Agreed: The Clerk would follow this up.

202.8. Church Hanborough verge: litter problem.

The Clerk would follow this up.

202.9. Lower Road: Restoration levels of waste material deposited at New Wintles/City Farm.

Members noted the information circulated from Mr Flavin, OCC Enforcement and Monitoring Officer. He had observed stockpiles of material above the approved levels of final restoration and had been assured that this was only temporary. The Environment Agency monitored the final state of sites very closely. He would be inspecting the site again in May.

203. Affordable Housing Projects.

1. Report of Meeting with Riely Close Residents.

District Councillor Mr Dingwall reported that he and County Councillor Mrs Chapman had held a meeting with the residents of Riely Close. The residents had requested a new day long traffic survey on a Monday or a Thursday. This had now been arranged.

Mr Dingwall confirmed that:

· The public exhibition showing the detailed assessment of the access routes to the Blenheim Allotments’ site would definitely be held before a planning application.

· This stage of registering access concerns was still early in the planning process. Affordable housing was badly needed.

2. Parking Pressures at Riely Close: Mr Rogers had recently carried out a site survey during the morning school access times between 7.30 am and 9.00 am and reported the following:

· A staff member of the Post Office team parked in the WODC car park all day.

· Staff employed on the school site itself parked for long periods.

· These vehicles took up a considerable amount of the parking space available for shorter term shoppers

. 

Agreed: The PC would write to the Post Office, School and Playgroup drawing their attention to the problem and suggesting alternative parking in the Playing Fields’ car park.

3. Riely Close Recycling Bins: Mr Dingwall was continuing investigations for an alternative site.

204. Planning.

204.1. Comments made on recent planning applications.

09/0376. Erection of two storey side extension. 10 Glyme Way Long Hanborough.

There should be parking provision for two cars as the garage has been lost in this proposed development.

Parish Council Comments on Planning Application: 09/0209/P/FP. Conversion of workshop to dwelling. 125a Main Road Long Hanborough.

The Parish Council has no problems with this application. The remarks made by the planning officer have been addressed. The vehicle access has always been there and there will be little effect on the A4095.

Parish Council Comments on Planning Application: 09/0258/P/FP. Erection of workshop. Oxford Bus Museum, Station Yard, Main Road, Long Hanborough. 

This is a well conceived and practical improvement to a local amenity that will at the same time visually match the adjoining and larger workshop. The Parish Council supports this application.

204.2. Planning Applications: decisions notified by WODC

09/0208/P/FP: Creation of new vehicular access. 16 Roosevelt Road Long  Hanborough

Granted.

The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission. REASON: The time condition is imposed in order to comply with the requirements of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (As amended).

09/0085/P/FP: Erection of poly tunnel. Land to rear of 81 Millwood End, Long Hanborough

Granted subject to conditions.

1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission. REASON: The time condition is imposed in order to comply with the requirements of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (As amended)

2. As soon as the polytunnel is no longer required for agricultural purposes it shall be removed from the site and the site restored to its former condition. REASON: In the interests of visual amenity. (Policies BE2 and BE5 of the adopted West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011).

3. The retail sale of produce shall not take place on the site unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority. REASON: In the interests of neighbouring amenity and to avoid an unacceptable level of traffic using the minor road network around the site. (Policies BE2, BE3 and BE5 of the adopted West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011).

09/0277/P/FP: I6D Home Close Millwood End Long Hanborough. 
Granted, subject to conditions.
         1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

REASON: The time condition is imposed in order to comply with the requirements of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (As amended).
        2. The field shelter hereby permitted shall not be occupied at any time other than for purposes ancillary to the residential use of the dwelling known as I6D Home Close. REASON: The field shelter has to be restricted as ancillary to the main dwelling as it is not acceptable as a separate unit. (Policy BE2 of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 201 I)

REASONS FOR GRANTING PLANNING PERMISSION.
              1. The development pays proper regard to amenity and would not be harmful to the character and appearance of its surroundings. As such, this proposal is in accordance with Policies BE2 and NEI of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 201 I. In light of this the proposal is considered acceptable on its planning merits.

              2. The development pays proper regard to the neighbouring property and does not give rise to an unacceptable loss of residential amenity. As such, the proposal is in accordance with Policy BE2 of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 201 I. In light of this the proposal is considered acceptable on its planning merits.

205. Premises Licence Application: Blenheim Palace ‘Festival of Heroes’.

WODC Licensing Department was consulting on the application for a premises licence at Blenheim Park for an event to support the British Armed Forces on 20 June 2009. This would be a stage event to raise funds for the Royal British Legion. The crowd capacity would be up to 29,999. Members noted that all cars would be parked within the Park and all entrances would be utilised.

Agreed: Mrs Witcomb would attend a consultation meeting at WODC Offices on behalf of the PC.

206. Financial Matters.

206.1. Schedule of Accounts for Approval.

Agreed: Members approved the following monthly schedule of accounts.

206.3. Council Insurance: Members to discuss changing insurance provider.

a. Members considered whether to arrange an Annual Inspection Service for the play areas with Digley Associates at a competitive rate, instead of the twice yearly ROSPA inspection arranged through WODC. The Leisure Areas Manager had recently expressed concerns about the accuracy of the recent ROSPA Reports.

Agreed: The PC would arrange for Digley Associates to carry out an Annual Play Areas Inspection.

b Members compared the schedule of cover provided by Allianz the PC’s current insurance company and the cover provided by Norwich Union. Norwich Union Insurance provided enhanced level of cover at a cheaper price.

Agreed: The Finance Officer would ask Allianz to match the Norwich Union cover. If it was unable to do so the PC would switch to Norwich Union for insurance cover.

207. Highways and Footpaths.

207.1. Parish Roads.

a. A4095: Pot Holes.

The Clerk had reported the area on the Bladon approach to the George and Dragon hump and would follow this up.

b. Church Road. No new matters to report.

c. Lower Road. Nothing to report.
d. Church Hanborough. No new matters.
207.2. Footpaths and Footways.

a. The footway between the Coffin Path and Oliver’s garage needed repair, particularly as it was narrow and at a narrow part of the A4095.

b. There were mud deposits on the footway between Long and Church Hanborough.

Agreed: the Clerk would check this problem and follow up.

207.3. Any other related matters.

Flooding Concerns: the stream between Close House Guest House and Hanborough was blocked.

The one property flooded in Hanborough could be affected by this problem.

Agreed: The Clerk would provide Mr Dingwall with more precise information to enable WODC to follow up..

208. Street Lighting Hanborough Parish: OCC Consultation.

OCC’s carbon Action Plan to reduce carbon emissions by 18% from 2005/06 levels by 2011/2012 proposed reasonable reductions in energy including street lighting. Initiatives included:

· Switching off selected lengths of lighting on rural traffic routes from around midnight to 5.30 am, where safe to do so.

· A change in the OCC policy of keeping street lighting on all night in very rural areas and, instead, switching off the lighting from approximately 12.30 am to around 5.30 am. 

· Each light switched off reduced carbon emissions by approximately 35%.

·  OCC would only introduce changes with the approval of the Police.

Members noted the comments circulated by Mr Burton and Dr Hacking supporting some degree of lighting reduction. The following points were made in discussion:

· Reducing carbon emissions was an important issue for communities.

· 1.00 am would be more appropriate than 12.30 am to switch lights off along the Main Road.

· The specifications for the distance between installing lights installed on estates needed to be checked before suggesting turning off every other light.

Agreed: 1. Residents should be consulted through the Hanborough Herald.

                  2. The PC recommendations would be an agenda item for the May meeting.

209. Village Amenities.

209.1. Leisure Facilities Management Report.

a. The Pit.

The Leisure Areas Assistant had reported two fires started in the Pit area. He had judged that they were not too dangerous and had cleared them up.

b. Children’s Playground.

No safety matters to report. Mr Braybrooke-Tucker would order the bark required for the Children’s Playground at the cost of approximately £1,000.

The Manager had replaced 28 steel rings supporting the hexagon swings; one ring had been highlighted for attention in the ROSPA Report, so the Manager had replaced them all for safety.

c. Multi Sports Court.

No safety matters to report..

d. Hurdeswell. 

Temporary fencing between Hurdeswell and No 15 Witney Road: Finders Keepers had not yet installed protective temporary fencing.

Agreed: The Clerk would follow this up.
209.2. Playing Field Matters.

County Councillor Mrs Chapman had met with the HPFA prior to their AGM to talk about the Chill Out Fund which could help with funds towards a path accessing the rear of the school.

209.3. Reports from other Community Groups.

The performance of Rapunzel and the Castle of Doom had been held in the Methodist Church when it was discovered the licence application for the Pavilion had gone astray. That support and the performance had been much appreciated.

209.4. Community Initiatives.

Community Responders: Hanborough Responders were facing extra expenses.

Ian Hudspeth had been impressed by the Responders’ Report presented by Mrs Breakspear and Mr Tee at the Annual Parish Meeting and had arranged for them to attend a Bladon PC Meeting to advertise the scheme. 

Members noted that the four Hanborough Responders had to cover extra costs such as vehicle fuel and an increase in personal insurance cover, from their personal funds. The PC judged this to be unacceptable particularly as the other villages assisted by the Hanborough scheme did not yet contribute to the scheme.

Agreed: The PC would consider a grant to the responders to cover personal expenses at the May PC Meeting. The Clerk would contact Mr Tee and discuss writing to other Parish Councils to invite financial contributions.

210. Community Police Matters.

a Police Report.

· A gentleman who lives in Pinsley Rd reported that a youth wearing a dark ‘hoodie’ jacket and dark trousers had thrown stones at his greenhouse two evenings running and had broken several windows. When he was approached by the owner the youth had run away across the field behind Pinsley Rd. The youth had a collie type dog with him both evenings.

· The Thames Valley Police are holding a “Volunteer Special Police Constable” Day at WODC offices on April 24th between the hours of 10am and 2pm. The Day will be held in Committee Room 1 in the Wood Green offices. This would be an excellent post to volunteer for, as experience for those wishing to enter the police force for a career.

· Volunteers are taken from many walks of life and a minimum of 18 voluntary hours work would be required per month. 

211. Parish Council Matters: Standing Orders for Public Participation at PC Meetings.
Agreed: The Finance and Salaries Working Group would meet on 21 April to agree a recommendation for the PC to consider in May..

212. Cemetery Administration Matters: The new bench had been delivered.
213. Allotments: All the annual rents except two had been received.
214. Transport Matters: No matters to report.
215. Report of Clerk.

Members noted the website name and examples of information publicised by a newly launched, not for profit organisation entitled the Rural Services Network.

197.Report of District Councillors: No extra matters for report.
198. Report from Members.

The Chairman informed members of the ‘ICE’ campaign, an initiative of the Ambulance Service publicised by the Bowls Association.

‘ICE’ short for ‘In Case of Emergency’ is a method of contact during emergency situations. So many people carry mobile phones owners are encouraged to store the number of a contact person or persons who should be contacted during emergency under the name ‘ICE’.

A paramedic had noted that when he went to the scene of accidents there were always mobile phones with the patients but the paramedics did not know the contact number to call. The nationally recognised name ‘ICE’ enabled health staff to quickly calling the right person.

The Meeting ended at 9.26 pm.
