Members of the public attending: Invited speakers, Mr David Tee, Mr Richard Balding.

Mrs Jo Rockwood, Vice Chair of the Manor School Governors and members of the public attended for part of the meeting, one member for the whole meeting.
Before opening the meeting the Chairman drew Members’ attention to the recent death of Mr John (Jack) Brown who had served as a Parish Councillor for some years. Members paid their respects with a minute of silent reflection.
21. Apologies for Absence.

Apologies were received from, Mr Peter Brittin Mr Steve Griffiths, Mr Michael Rogers Mrs Laura Rostron County Councillor Mrs Louise Chapman District Councillor Mr Toby Morris. 
22.Declarations of Interest.
Mrs Janet Witcomb (personal & prejudicial): in respect of her husband, Mr Witcomb’s Allotment Tenancy.

23. Visiting Speaker: Mr Richard Balding, Chairman of the Governors of the Manor Church of England School.

Mr Balding explained that he had recently been appointed as Chair of the Manor School Governors. His career had been in teaching and he currently carried out inspections in independent schools as an OFSTED Inspector. He was delighted to develop a link role with the Parish Council and contribute regular reports on the School’s progress. 
Mr Balding highlighted the following observations:

· The school’s friendly, purposeful atmosphere and the high quality of the teaching. 
· SATs results had identified that pupils’ reading skills were good but more progress was required in writing skills. The school’s current project designed to improve pupils’ writing skills was already having an impact. 
· The school had been selected with 9 other top schools for the final of a competition organised by the Oxford Mail and construction company Leadbitter. Winning would fund a ‘make-over’ to provide improvements for Miss Juler’s Year 1 classroom. 

· Recruitment of staff was going well.

· The Governors were excited by the school’s development plan. Mr Balding anticipated interesting developments for the coming school year. 

Recent changes to the Instrument of Governance in Primary Schools.

Mr Balding confirmed that the number of Governors had now been reduced in the interests of improved efficiency from 20 to 15. There were 5 parent governors as the Instrument of Government guidelines recommended 1/3  of the governing body should be Parent Governors.

Previously the Health and Safety Committee’s functions had overlapped with those of the Premises Committee and the Finance Committee. These three committees had been amalgamated into a Resources Committee requiring fewer governors. This seemed to be effective and ensured that all the Governors had active roles and felt fully part of the school team. Governors could hold office for 4 years and were free to stand down at any time. There was a healthy and reasonable turn over of membership on the governing body.

Members reported that the community would appreciate even more information published in the Hanborough Herald about school events and progress. Mrs Rockwood, Vice Chair of the Governors suggested that the regular newsletters and calendar of events compiled by each class for parents could be collated for the Herald and circulation to the PC.

Agreed: The PC welcomed the suggested circulation of the school newsletters.
Action: Mr Balding and Mrs Rockwood were asked to set this up.
Mrs Braybrooke-Tucker thanked warmly Mr Balding for his contribution and his commitment to keeping in touch with the PC.
24. Visiting Speaker: Mr David Tee, Co-ordinator Hanborough Community Responders.

Mr Tee explained that he had arranged to speak on two counts, firstly to correct an inaccuracy in the minutes which had caused his team distress; secondly to give the PC up to date information on how the work of the Responders Team was organised.  

Correcting an Inaccuracy.

The May 2009 Minute ‘7.5. Community Responders.’ stated that: ‘Mrs Breakspear, a Hanborough Responder had been on duty with the Ambulance Service in Oxford for May Morning events. Members queried whether that meant Hanborough had been left without responders’ cover for that period of time.’

Mr Tee emphasised that this statement needed amending urgently. 

The correct facts were as follows:
3 out of the 4 responders did go to the Oxford May Day event between 3.00 am and 7.30 am. 2 were back in Hanborough by 8.15 am.

These three responders were not on duty. They were invited by the Ambulance Service to attend the event for the purposes of training to give an opportunity to work with the Ambulance crews at an event at which major trauma injuries might be experienced if people jumped from the bridge. Such injuries can be similar to those experienced from falling down stairs, accidents likely to occur in the parish. On that day the village was not without cover. There was one responder providing cover in the village.

The Team would never leave their home parish without emergency cover. 

Unfortunately the members’ query had spawned a rumour that the Parish might have lacked cover, a rumour reported to a Responder. Understandably the Team had felt affronted and deeply upset that such a suggestion should have been made, given their integrity and the increasing amount of cover and training they provide to assist the community.

Mr Tee continued with a detailed talk on the work of the Community Responders.
The four Hanborough Responders provided ‘on call’ emergency cover for 172 hours in a week. In addition they chose to be available even on their days off. Currently the Hanborough Responders covered a radius of 5 miles and assisted in Hanborough, Freeland, Combe, Stonesfield, Bladon and even Blenheim Palace. They had provided a small amount of cover for incidents in Eynsham. Hanborough was very lucky that 3 of the 4 were in the village for a good amount of time each week.

Training Exercises were increasingly part of the Responder’s programme to enable them to learn from experience for the good of the community.

All team members trained 4 hours a month but in addition joined Ambulance Crews on their shifts to increase knowledge of how to cope with a range of situations and problems. These shifts might last between 9 or 11 hours, for even 2 to 3 nights in succession. This gave invaluable continuity in relating to specific ambulance crews who would then be familiar with the responders when they attended an incident in the Hanborough call out area. All members of the team met every 6 weeks to discuss cases and share learning. 

All their time was given on a voluntary basis.
All the Responders had jobs, they attended calls under the supervision of the Ambulance Service. The ‘call’ had to come from the Ambulance Service. If a resident called a responder directly and the Team member wanted to respond, they called the Ambulance Service and asked if the Service wished them to attend.

Every 6 months Team members had to be re-examined in their skills. They could only continue as a responder if they passed this test.

Getting to a resident in need as quickly as possible was and remained the reason for the scheme but there were an increasing number of invitations to take part in advanced training. Local RAF bases had given the Team an open invitation to attend major training and open days. When taking up such invitations the Team never left the parish without cover.
Responders had to work in conjunction with the Ambulance Service; they could not provide a service at village events in the way the St John’s Ambulance does, without a first aid qualification, which required 4 days training at a cost of up to £400 paid for by each person. They were looking to find funding for that training.

All members of the Team had a full ‘Kit’  which included a defibrillator and oxygen. They would like to each carry a pulseoxcymeter; used on a finger of a patient it registered an individual’s oxygen levels and pulse reading in seconds. These were not supplied by the Ambulance service.

Bladon PC had donated £120 for a pulsoxymeter, 3  more were required. 
Agreed: Hanborough PC should guarantee the purchase of all the pulseoxymeters needed. 

Action: Members would discuss the most effective way of supporting the funding needs of the Responders, individually and as a team, during the Meeting’s Financial Agenda item.
Mrs Braybrooke-Tucker confirmed that the Parish Council was very glad Mr Tee was able to attend the meeting to speak about the inaccuracy. On behalf of the PC she offered him and the Responders’ Team a full and public apology for the hurt caused by the minuted inaccuracy. The June Minutes would record the apology and the correction.
Agreed: The Minutes of the Meeting would record the full apology of the PC and the factual correction to the May Minutes. The information would be publicised in the Hanborough Herald.

Mrs Braybrooke-Tucker thanked Mr Tee for this important talk. The PC had always supported the Responders’ project and fully appreciated the very high quality of their service. As she commented, it remained astounding the amount of voluntary time the team gave to the community. 

25. Matters Arising.

25.1. Protected Driveway at Station Terrace. (7.2). 

The PC was not free to pay the administration cost of this improvement; disability support groups could be a source of funding if needed.
25.2. Blenheim Festival of Heroes. (7.3). 

This event had been cancelled due to insufficient ticket sales.

25.3. Church Road Concrete Bollard (7.4.)
The Clerk had informed Paul Wilson at Northern Highways that the tenant had not yet removed the bollard.

25.4. Emergency Plan Working Group.( 8.3).
Dr Hacking reported that good progress had been made; a further draft had amalgamated useful aspects of the Cassington and Bampton Emergency Plans with the original Hanborough plan. Consequently the resulting draft was considerably longer. It would be discussed at the forthcoming Working Group Meeting. 

Mr Burton reported that at the Annual General Meeting of the Oxfordshire Association of Local Councils mention was made of the county template for community emergency plans. The stage which Hanborough’s plan had reached compared well with those of other communities.
25.5. Proposed reduction of street Lighting Hours in Hanborough. (10).

Mr Cookson, OCC Street Lighting Officer,had noted the PC’s decision to reduce street lighting hours in the parish and would arrange the final details.

Mrs Braybrooke-Tucker reported that a Main Road resident had noted people walking along the Main Road after 12.30 am. She had expressed concern that pedestrians might injure themselves if they could not see enough to avoid the bus shelters.
Agreed: The PC should let OCC know of this concern and take advice as to whether lights by a bus shelter should be left switched on.

Action: The Clerk would speak to David Cookson about this concern.

25.6. Request to renew the gravel surface of the Common at Church Hanborough. (11.d.)
OCC had confirmed that the Duke of Marlborough was responsible for the Common Land at Church Hanborough.

Agreed: The PC should investigate public rights in relation to this particular Common Land and take advice about obtaining permission to renew the gravel.

Action: The Clerk would contact the Commons Registration Department at OCC about these queries.

25.7. Transport Matters (17)
Ian Hudspeth had delayed arranging a date for discussion on an extra cinema bus until the portfolios had been arranged for the new County Council Cabinet.
25.8. Community Police Matters (14).

Dr Hacking pointed out that the May Police Report had omitted to record the discovery and removal of a cannabis ‘factory’ which had been discovered in a Hurdeswell property.

Agreed: It was proposed, seconded and approved that the May Minutes should be amended to record this Police matter.

26. Allotment Matters: Discussion of Tenancy Rules.

The Finance Officer reported that Allotment Tenancy Rules could only be amended by a vote of the Parish Council. A situation had now arisen which needed resolving formally by Members. 

Following a reminder about  a matter of outstanding rent, a tenant had formally relinquished his tenancy. The tenant was separated from his wife pending their divorce. His wife had been the main cultivator of the allotment and had applied for permission to continue the tenancy in her name but the existing rules of tenancy made no provision for this.

Mrs Witcomb as a Councillor had declared a prejudicial interest in this matter and made a statement before leaving the meeting and the ensuing discussion.

Mrs Witcomb felt that it was common sense and humanity that the applicant in this case should be allowed to take over the tenancy of the plot concerned. A number of other tenants were in the same situation, jointly working an allotment with a partner but on an allotment which was not registered as a shared tenancy. The allotment Mrs Witcomb and her husband cultivated was registered solely in his name. It would make sense if, when the named tenant could not continue, or did not wish to continue cultivating  a plot, the active partner could keep the tenancy.

Mrs Witcomb left the meeting.

The Chairman invited Mrs Randall who had applied to formally take over the tenancy to address the meeting.

Mrs Randall made the following points:

· Mrs Witcomb’s presentation had covered the main points she wished to make.

· Although not the named tenant she had increasingly made the greatest contribution to the allotment’s cultivation.

· In the stressful circumstances of an impending divorce the therapeutic value of working the allotment was particularly important.

· In reply to members’ questions Mrs Randall confirmed that she lived in Freeland and her husband had held the tenancy continuously for some 8 years with her as, increasingly, the main cultivator.
Agreed : Members unanimously agreed that the PC should enable Mrs Randall to take over her husband’s tenancy.

The Finance Officer pointed out that the existing administrative documentation regulating the allotments was deficient. He was gradually expanding and clarifying the regulations as problems arose.

Mrs Witcomb rejoined the Meeting.
27. Financial Matters.
27.1. Monthly Schedule of Accounts for approval.

27.2. Internal Audit for 2008/09.
Members noted the Internal Audit which had been circulated. It was clear that the PC’s financial matters were being handled very effectively
Agreed: Members recorded a vote of thanks to Mr Haynes for his hard and effective work as Finance Officer.
27.3. Funding Support for Hanborough Community Responders.

Agreed: The Finance Officer would liaise with Mr Tee to set up an account with the PC which could hold donations to the Responders and provide access to these funds for Team purchases.
28. Highways and Footpaths.

28.1. . Parish Roads.

a. Shopping Parade proposed improvements.

Dr Ratti, who practices at the Dental surgery had informed Highways that he supported proposed improvements to the tarmac and parking at the Shopping Parade. His staff parked at the rear of the Shopping Parade.
Mr Gordon Kelman from Northern Highways had confirmed that he had costed the plans at £7,000 with a contingency margin, so the final cost could be slightly lower. It would be necessary to have funding support from retailers in addition to the Dental Surgery. The PC would be sent the plans to view; the design would provide for one way entry for vehicles.

b. Riely Close Recycling Area.

Members noted the e-mails recording recent complaints about the extreme untidiness of the site and delays in clearing it. The Finance Officer had forwarded supporting photographs. Ms Seton, WODC Contract Monitoring Officer had forwarded the images to the contractor asking the firm to explain why the site debris had accumulated so greatly and to introduce a better monitoring system. She would monitor the site closely and the contractors care of it.
Members questioned whether it was a statutory requirement that a community of Hanborugh’s size was required to provide recycling facilities.
Mr Dingwall confirmed that he was investigating whether the Co-op site or a Blenheim owned site could provide the facility.

Agreed: Maintaining Riely Close as a recycling centre required serious discussion, given that it reduced the quality of nearby residents’ environment.

Action: This would be an agenda item for discussion in July. 
c. Church Road.

No matters to report.

d. Church Hanborough.
No matters to report.
28.2. Footpaths and Footways.

1. Tarmac extension for passengers at the Silver Railings bus stop.

Northern Highways had assessed that this work would take a day and a half for two men: the cost would be £850.  Under ‘Best Value’ it was suggested that we should get other quotes.
Agreed: Members judged this to be expensive and asked for a comparative quotation.

Action: The Clerk would ask the firm G H Hills for a quotation.

2. Footway between the school and Riely Close leading to the Playing Fields.

Ms Kerswell, Headteacher of the Manor School, had let the PC know that she had contacted the school’s ground maintenance team about cutting back the school perimeter hedge; this was scheduled to be done towards the end of June and beginning of July. Members noted that the hedge and nettles were growing very rapidly.
2. Dr Hacking had reported a deep cavity in a tarmac section of the cycleway at the approach to the station Bridge on the Hanborough side. The Clerk confirmed that this had been registered by Northern Highways Team as a priority safety matter requiring urgent attention. It had been repaired within two hours as promised. The Northern Highways system of logging and prioritising repair of potholes was very effective.

3. Other Footway matters.
Freeland Parish Council had consulted with the Chairman, informing the PC that Freeland was arranging and paying for the installation of a dog litter bin at the Freeland Turn opposite Wroslyn Road. It would be located on the Witney side of the bridleway from the Close Guest House.
4. Bins obstructing the footways.

Mrs Witcomb reported that an elderly resident had been tipped from his electric buggy when trying to steer past wheelie and recycling bins left on the footway in Church Road.
Agreed: Bins strewn across the footways was a general problem. The PC would ask residents to take time to place bins of neighbours at work in driveways and keep the footways clear.

Action: The Clerk would place a notice in the Hanborough Herald. 

28.3. Any other Highways Matters for report.

a. Concerns about parking adjacent to the Swan Pub.

Millwood End Residents’ Association had written to the PC with the same concerns as Members had expressed about the reduction in road visibility near the Swan due to increased parking. The Clerk had been informed by Northern Highways that this was a traffic matter. Mr Tony Currell, OCC was investigating the problem. The Clerk would check further.
b. Dirty Road Signs.

Some of the road signs at the Combe Turn remained very dirty.

Action: The Clerk would ask for these to be cleaned.

29. Transport Matters.

Bladon residents had enquired whether parking provision at the station could be increased. Members noted information from the Transport Representative setting out the increasing problems caused by parking pressures at the Station Terrace. At times there were 22 or 23 cars parked on or around Station Terrace of which most belonged to rail commuters. The recession was having an adverse effect on First Great Western’s business. As a result investigation into the provision of additional station parking had been suspended.
Members discussed the merits of parking on the verge opposite the North Oxford Garage. Mr Dingwall suggested that it would be worth asking the garage whether it owned a former bungalow site at its location which could be leased out.
Agreed: The PC would investigate the potential of the garage site.
30. Planning

30.1. Comments made on recent planning applications.

09/0530/P/FP. Replacement of timber lintels and associated brickwork with infill panels. Bakers Court Millwood End Long Hanborough.

The Parish Council has no objections to this application.

09/0567/P/FP. Erection of single storey rear extensions. 12 New Road Long Hanborough.

The Parish Council considers this to be a better use of the room on the ground floor than in the previous application and has no objections.

09/0544/P/FP Erection of two storey side extension. 10 Glyme Way Long Hanborough.

This is a satisfactory revision to the original proposal.

30.2. Planning Applications: decisions notified by WODC

09/0405/P/FP: Erection of single storey extension to enlarge kitchen and construction of attached garden store to South elevation, Church Cottage, Church Hanborough.
Granted subject to conditions

1. The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission. REASON: The time condition is imposed in order to comply with the requirements of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (As amended).

2. The roof of the proposed extension shall be constructed of materials of the same colour, type and texture as the materials used in the construction of the existing roof as detailed on the plans approved as part of this application. REASON: To ensure the appearance ofthe extension matches the original building. (Policy BE2 of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

3. Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority the external walls of the proposed extension shall be constructed of natural stone of the same type, colour and texture and laid in the same manner as the stone used in the existing building. REASON: To ensure that the appearance of the extension matches the original building. (Policy BE2 of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

4. The walls of the proposed building shall be laid and pointed with "bagged" joints unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority. REASON: To ensure that a traditional practice of the area is carried out in the interests of the finished appearance of the building. (Policy BE2 of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

5. The window and door frames shall be recessed a minimum distance of 100mm from the face of the building unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority. REASON: To ensure the architectural detailing of the building reflects the established character of the locality. (Policy BE2 of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 20 11)

6. All new works and works of making good shall be carried out in materials, and detailed, to match the adjoining original fabric except where shown otherwise on the approved drawings. REASON: To preserve the architectural integrity of the Listed Building. (Policy BE? of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

7. No demolitions. stripping out, removal of structural elements, replacement of original joinery or fittings and finishes shall be carried out except where shown and noted on the approved drawings. REASON: To preserve internal features of the Listed Building. (Policy BE? of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 20 11)

8. Detailed drawings of the following items to a scale of not less than I :20 with joinery details to a scale of 1:5 shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority before work on that part of the development takes place; windows and external doors. REASON: This information has not been submitted with the application. (Policy BE? of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

09/0406/P/LB: Internal & external alterations to include removal of existing car port, erection of single storey extension to enlarge kitchen and insertion of new roof light over existing cloakroom. Construction of attached garden store to South elevation. Church Cottage Church Hanborough

Granted subject to conditions.

1. This Listed Building Consent is granted subject to the condition that the works to which it relates must be begun not later than the expiration of three years beginning with the date on which the consent is granted.

REASON: The time condition is imposed in order to comply with the requirements of S.18 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 (As amended).

2. All new works and works of making good shall be carried out in materials, and detailed, to match the adjoining original fabric except where shown otherwise on the approved drawings. REASON: To preserve the architectural integrity of the Listed Building. (Policy BE? of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

3. No demolitions, stripping out, removal of structural elements, replacement of original joinery or fittings and finishes shall be carried out except where shown and noted on the approved drawings.

REASON: To preserve internal features of the Listed Building. (Policy BE? Of the West Oxfordshire Local Plan 2011)

31. Affordable Housing.

The results of the Riely Close traffic survey were not yet known. Nothing further had happened in relation to the Blenheim Allotments’ site. Residents were writing letters objecting to the possible use of the Coffin Path for access on a number of counts. 
Members asked whether an access to the Blenheim site might in part be obtained from Corpus Christi which had now obtained a place for its Church Road field in the Local Development Framework.
Progress towards the Myrtle Farm site was on hold pending a solution to a problem relating to sewer drainage.

32. Village Amenities.

32.1. Leisure Facilities Management Report.

1. The Pit.

Steve Foster, OCC had confirmed that the contractors had inspected the site and were scheduled to carry out the following work:

1. Remove the dead Elms in the surrounding banks.

2. Remove a dead branch from the Black Poplar.

3. Reduce the dying willow in the Dell picnic area. 

The contractors had not yet confirmed a date for this work.

2. Children’s’ Playground.  The retaining boards holding back the bark had been pushed out.  The Leisure Area Manager had replaced and fixed them in position 
3. Multi sports court.

Nothing to report.

4. Hurdeswell.

Mr Braybrooke-Tucker had been dissatisfied with the quality of the recent grass cutting in Hurdeswell and had reported his concerns to WODC Street Scene service.

32.2. Playing Fields Matters.

With help from County Councillor Louise Chapman the HPFA was making progress towards completing the funding for the kitchen and toilet improvements. 
32.3. Reports from other Community Groups.
In spite of variable weather the Hanborough Open Gardens weekend had been very successful and had raised £780 for the Parkinson Society and the Playing Fields.

Agreed: The Clerk would write to the organisers to congratulate them on their success.

33. Community Police Matters. 
1. A leaflet drop for a non existent charity had taken place in the parish. Any one targeted should contact the Police on 0845 8 505 505.
2. 2 men were calling on homes falsely claiming to be WODC workers checking on drains. This should be reported to the Police.

3. The man noticed by the PC in May emptying commercial waste into a recycling bin had been traced and fined £80.

4. Children in Hanborough had been pelting eggs at a parishioner’s business cars. This should be reported to the Police.

5. 6 people were arrested in connection with the theft of motor cycles. All cycles were recovered.

6. There is a TVP Open Day on 8 August at the Force Training Centre in Reading.

7. Trading Standards are approaching home improvement workers- roofers, gardeners, builders etc- to ensure they are carrying out honest working practices. Several arrests have been made. Report any concerns to the Police.

8. A Clarice Cliff collection was stolen from Stonesfield. You can ask the Police about security marking china.

9. National Bike week takes place from 13-21 June. Police in Witney will security mark bikes on 20 June in the Woolgate.

34. Parish Council Matters.

Mr Burton, Mrs Rostron and Mrs Lewis had attended the OALC Annual General Meeting.

OALC Briefing Notes.
Members noted the information recently circulated. The Clerk drew attention to the information about LINK the new Health and Social Care Stewardship and consultation service. This service was looking for users to provide active feedback about their experience of the service. She would inform the Evergreens and Day Centre.

35. Cemetery Administration Matters.
Only one interment had taken place in February, but 5 in the past week.

The new seat was greatly appreciated.

The gates were not hanging evenly. They would be checked.

36. Report of Clerk.

37. Report of County Councillor.

Mr Dingwall reported on Mrs Chapman’s behalf. She had been re-elected to the County Council with an increased majority which reflected the amount of hard work she had put in to her responsibilities.
38. Report of District Councillors.

Mr Dingwall made the following points:
· He would investigate the legal requirement for communities to provide a recycling facility.

· A change of use at a Millwood End garden raised at a PC meeting was being followed up to check the relevant planning permissions.
· The licensee of the Swan had informed Mr Dingwall that he was happy to alter the parking arrangements for the pub, however if Highways had no objections to the parking patterns in the vicinity, the Swan could not be forced to develop a larger car park. Members commented that the PC had supported the plan for a rear car park but a neighbour had objected on the grounds of noise nuisance.
· He was concerned about the plight of the resident whose car was being pelted with eggs. He would investigate the availability of the mobile CCTV camera held by the WODC Community Safety unit as a deterrent.
