Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at

The Chairman welcomed Cllr McBride to his first meeting.

1. Apologies

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Edmunds.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting 
The minutes of the last meeting on 20 July 2010 were approved and signed as a correct record.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Cheltenham bus: Cllr McGlynn reported that this issue, which had been raised at the Annual Parish Meeting, was in fact not a problem.
(b) Greedy Goose straw: the Clerk reported that the Council was not prepared to remove it as it would be too expensive and was not considered a priority.  She had been in touch with the PCSO(, who had reported back that the matter was in the hands of the lorry’s insurers.  She would give a further report shortly.                               Action: CR
(c) The dog which had been the cause of some concern had died.

(d) Footpath: it was felt that a small footpath sign should be put on the gatepost to the footpath, and the Clerk would approach the owners about it.                                                                                Action: CR
(e) Little Rollright: The way forward might be to apply for a public right of way, and the Chairman would make personal contact with the owner in the first instance.                                                                 Action: NC
(f) There had been no response to the invitation in Centrepoint for villagers to give the Clerk their email addresses so that information could be sent to them.

(g) District Council meetings: the Clerk had been to two meetings, one about Emergency Plans, the other about the new waste disposal starting in November.  A booklet advising about planning for emergencies would be circulated to each household, and the Clerk would write a short explanation of the new waste disposal for circulation in the September Centrepoint. (h) Road repairs: the Leys bollards were presently being redone, and the road by the playground was being repaired.

(i) Oxfordshire Highways did not agree that the vegetation at the entrance of the village impeded visibility.  This issue would be looked at again when the grass-cutting contracts were being renewed.        Action: CR

The finances were as follows: current account £1011, deposit account £1431.  This was in line with the budget.  The Clerk would give full budget details every quarter rather than at every meeting.
6. WODC Executive Decision-making Process

A coach bolt had come out of one of the slide supports.  Cllr Hill had effected a temporary repair and would be replacing the bolt shortly.  The wet pour around the slide would be filled in when the weather was dry.  Nothing had been heard about the ROSPA inspection and the Clerk would enquire.  Cllr Colston would replace the dog sign in due course.
