1. Election of Chairman

Cllr Stickley proposed the election of Cllr Hill to the office of Chairman, seconded by Cllr Edmunds.  

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Colston, who was on holiday.

3. Declarations of Interest

Cllrs Hill and McGlynn declared an interest in item 5e. 

4. Minutes of the last meeting held on 19 May 2009
The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Edmunds and seconded by Cllr Hill.

5. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Village Hall flooding: Cllr Stickley was actively pursuing the matter of funding.

(b) Little Rollright footpath:  Cllr Hill would be arranging an appointment with Mr Dan Weeks to discuss the footpath when Mr Weeks returned from holiday. The Church was also involved in trying to reinstate the footpath.   Action: NH
(c)  Ken Bayliss plaque: The plaque in memory of Ken Bayliss had been fixed to the playground fence in a ceremony prior to the meeting.

(d) Street lighting: There had been no response from villagers except one objection.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would allow the street lighting to be switched off between midnight and 5am.  This proposal would in any case be subject to agreement from the police, and if problems arose subsequently the Council would ask for reinstatement of some or all of the lighting. (e) £55 to pay ten hours’ village hall hire had been donated to the Youth Club, for which the leader had expressed her gratitude.  The extra £5 from the £50 agreed at the last meeting had been agreed by Councillors to round off the hire for ten hours.
(f) The Clerk had written to the Public Transport officer at the OCC
 complaining about the loss of public transport on Mondays and Tuesdays. This was ongoing.                                                                                        Action: CR
6. Finance
(a) Approval and signing of 2008-9 accounts:  Mr Druce, acting as Internal Auditor, had approved and signed the Annual Return, Section 1 of which was approved by the Parish Council, proposed by Cllr Stickley and seconded by Cllr Edmunds.  The Return was signed by the Chairman.

(b) The current situation:  The balance in the current account was £2005.95 and in the deposit account £1929.78, totalling £3935.73.  The budget was on course.

(c) Two cheques were approved, proposed by Cllr Stickley and seconded by Cllr McGlynn: £125, auditor’s fee, and £48.30 for the plaque.

7. Playground

Cllr Hill had inspected the playground and it was satisfactory apart from the slats missing in one of the seats.  Cllr Stickley offered to donate a seat which he had in his possession, an offer which was gratefully accepted.                        Action: DS

8. Grass-mowing

David Bayliss had encountered problems with glass objects in the grass on the Council’s land in Orchard Close.  It was agreed that his protective clothing should be reviewed and anything necessary obtained.                               Action: NC/CR
