1. Apologies

There were no apologies for absence.

2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 8 June 2010
The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record.

4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) It was hoped the Cheltenham bus issue would shortly be resolved.

(b) Despite three emails since the end of May, the straw remained near the Greedy Goose.  Cllr Beaney undertook to intervene.              Action: AB

(c) Cllr Beaney had talked to the dog warden who had confirmed he only dealt with lost or stray dogs.  He had suggested approaching the RSPCA, but this did not appear to be appropriate in this case.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should write a polite letter to the dog owner explaining the Council’s concern, and requesting that the dog be muzzled when walking round the village. (d) The Leys bollards would be re-sited within the next three months.
(e) There was a definitive rights of way map (2006) which the Clerk would use to investigate the gated footpath at the top of Cooks Lane.  The Cotswold warden might be approached in this regard.                          Action: CR
5. Finance
(a) There was currently £1431 in the deposit account, £1023 in the current account.

(b) The current projected budget, which was on target, was circulated.

(c) There were two errors on the Annual Return which needed amending.  The Council approved the amendment of Box 3, Section 1, substituting £1346 for the erroneous figure of £1341, and Box 10, Section 1, substituting £2183 for the erroneous figure of £2230.  This brought Section 1 in line with the figures on the end of year receipts and expenses table.                    Action: CR                                                    
(d) Mr Druce had carried out the internal audit for the 1st quarter ended 30.06.10.

(e) A cheque for Clerk’s expenses totalling £11.97 was approved.

The Chairman was pleased to report that Mr Steven McBride had agreed to be co-opted onto the Parish Council . The co-option was approved, proposed by Cllr Edmunds, seconded by Cllr McGlynn. The Clerk would be in touch with him to convey this decision and to give him appropriate information.  She would also notify Mr Keith Butler at the District Council. · It was agreed that the Council would be asked to request salt to be deposited at the top of Cooks Lane in the winter.           Action:CR         
· The Villager bus had offered the possibility of an additional       Monday service.  After soundings it appeared that this would be welcome but that a Tuesday service would probably not be necessary as well.  The Clerk had replied to this effect.
· The Clerk would be attending two District Council meetings, one on emergency planning and the other on the new waste collection.

· A villager had contacted the Clerk saying the road-sweeper was not going up the church end of the village.  The Clerk had reported this to the District Council.  There was also an issue relating to the main road kerb which the Chairman would investigate.                   Action:NC
· Highways would be requested to trim back the vegetation at the entrance to the village to improve the visibility.               Action: CR         
· The Clerk had been contacted about a new mobile village shop service, which was hoped would start in November.  Dates and times were still being organised but it was agreed to request that it stopped at the top and bottom of the village.                               Action:CR
