4. Matters arising from the minutes:
(a) Straw at Greedy Goose:  The Chairman had spoken to Tom Gaden, the owner of the lorry which had shed its load.  The matter was in the hands of his insurance company, and Mr Gaden was happy for the Clerk to write to the insurance company expressing the Parish Council’s concern.  Some missing road signs at the junction of the A44 and the Rollright road should be reported to the County Council.
