1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Edmunds.
2. Declarations of Interest

Cllr Hill declared an interest in item 5(f), the Youth Club.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 16 February 2010

The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Village Hall flooding:  The Chairman had met with Richard Bennett from the District Council, who had agreed to the insertion of a camera into the drainage system when his men were next in the area.

(b) Little Rollright footpath: The Clerk was now in touch with the County Council Rights of Way department.                                  Action: CR
(c) Insurance quote:  The insurance company concerned dealt with village hall and not parish council insurance, so this could not be pursued.

(d) Questionnaire:  Completed questionnaires were being received.

(e) Cottsway Housing: The heating systems were still being installed.

5. Finance
(a) Current situation: Deposit account: £1431; Current account: £1363.

(b) Estimated end of year balance:  £1699, with actual expenditure being £258 under the estimate.
