1. Apologies

2. Declarations of Interest

4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a)  Village Hall flooding:  The Clerk was instructed to ask Cllr Stickley for a status report for the next meeting on possible funding. (d)  Playground seat:  Nothing more had been heard from Cllr Stickley.

(f)  Local dog: The Clerk had been in touch with the WODC Dog Warden service as recommended by a CPSO
, but as yet there had been no response.

(d) Report on finance course:  The Clerk outlined some of the points made at the WODC
 finance course in July, including the need to have regular internal audit throughout the year, and to base the precept request on an estimated budget.  She would investigate the possibility of having a reciprocal auditing arrangement with a similar Clerk.
