1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Stickley, who was away.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 20 October 2009
The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Village Hall Flooding: The Chairman had had a word with the landowners most directly involved, who had raised no objection to the possible exploration of the drainage system. The Chairman would approach one of the WODC
 engineers to see if a rod might be put through from the public highway to help diagnose the problem. Action: NH
(b) Little Rollright footpath: The Chairman had met Mr Weeks about the diversion of the Little Rollright footpath.  The footpath had now been restored but discussions were continuing with the OCC
 Land and Highways Records Department regarding the provision of permissive access to the Church.
(c) Grasscutting: Mr. Bayliss had told the Clerk he had all the equipment he needed, and the Clerk had confirmed that in writing.  The Parish Council was satisfied with the grasscutting carried out in the village by both Mr. Bayliss and Newmans, and it was hoped these arrangements would continue.

(d) Rollright Quarry: A letter had gone to the OCC Planning Department as agreed at the last meeting.

(e)  Volunteer driving scheme: a reply had been sent from the Parish Council saying there were no objections to the current funding.
5. Finance
(a) Current situation:  There was £3435 in the current account and £1930 in the deposit account.   It looked as if the grass-cutting bill this year would be about £200 more than last year, which had not been anticipated in the budget.

(b) The projected budget for 2010-11 had been circulated.  It was agreed that if a new mower was needed it should not be purchased before the financial year 2011-12.

(c) It was agreed that the precept should remain at £6000, proposed by Cllr Colston and seconded by Cllr Edmunds.

(d) It was agreed to pay Mr Bayliss’s grass-cutting invoice of £360.
