1. Apologies

2. Declarations of Interest

3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 20 January 2009
The minutes of the last meeting held on 20 January 2009 were approved and signed by the Deputy Chairman as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Colston and seconded by Cllr Leaper.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Tree pruning: The remaining trees would be pruned in due course.                           Action: NC, NH
(b) Village hall flooding risk: A letter had been received from Andrew Thomas, Chairman of the Village Hall Committee, suggesting that a site meeting be arranged between representatives of the Village Hall Committee, the Parish Council, the individual landowners and other interested parties, to see if the drainage problem could be addressed and resolved.  It was agreed that the Clerk would organise this.

(c) Village page on OCC website: This was still being pursued. Action: CR
(d) Deputy Area Engineer: The Clerk had emailed Mr Wilson twice with no reply.  One of the problems on the list, the drain at the bottom of The Leys, had now become urgent, since the flooding around it had caused sheet ice in the recent cold spell.  The Clerk was asked to write to him again, copying the Chief Engineer and also Cllr Biles, asking that this be dealt with as a matter of urgency.                                    

(e) Little Rollright footpath: A reply had been received from the Field Officer saying he would revisit the site and then contact us. Action: CR

(a) The Clerk stated that the balance in the current account was £1214.42  and the deposit account £1929.03, totalling £3143.45.  The budget was on course.
(b) Donations under the power of S137 were agreed, £200 for The Villager Bus Service, and £150 for the Lawrence Home Nursing Trust, proposed by Cllr Edmunds and seconded by Cllr Leaper.  Action: CR

(e) It was agreed that the Clerk should ask a particular individual in the village to be the Council’s internal auditor.                          Action: CR

Free wood chippings were being offered by a local firm to Parish Councils, but it was felt they would not be of use in the public areas of the village.

The Council had been approached by the Bayliss family suggesting that a plaque in memory of Ken Bayliss be put on the playground fence.  This was agreed in principle and the Clerk was asked to make enquiries.
