1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Edmonds, who was away on business, and Cllr Stickley, who was at a District Council meeting.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 16 December 2008
The minutes of the last meeting held on 16 December 2008 were approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Hill.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) It was agreed that there was no need to instigate a formal Good Neighbour Scheme, as there was good neighbourly support already in the village which would hopefully continue in the future.

(b) The trees on the village green had been pruned.  There were two more in the village which might need attention and Cllrs Colston and Hill would investigate and act if necessary.                     Action: NC, NH
(c) Cllr Edmunds had raised the matter of excess water coming down at the back of the village hall at the last Village Hall meeting, and the Chairman of the Village Hall Committee would be contacting the Parish Council about it.  In the meantime the Clerk would email him.

(d) Grit had been left in a few more places in the village, after a request by the Clerk.  The OCC Highways department had been in touch about the hedge on the A44.  They had turned down the request for small 30mph signs on the A44 where the speed limit had changed.
New salt bins would not be purchased by the Parish Council as they were too expensive.

(e) The Clerk was still pursuing the matter of the village page on the OCC website.                                                                        Action: CR             

(f) The Clerk had investigated whether it was possible to ascertain the number of hits on the website, but the free web counters contained advertising, which was not acceptable.  Cllr Colston would investigate further.  It was hoped that after the next financial year it might be possible to have an independent website. 
5. Finance
(a) Current situation:  current account £1651, deposit account £1929, total funds £3580.  Two sums had been paid since the last meeting, one for the Clerk’s salary, the other the Public Works Loan Board.  Only two PWLB payments remainrd.  The funds were in line with budget estimates.

(b) It was agreed to pay Newman’s bill of £437 for grass-cutting, proposed by Cllr Colston, seconded by Cllr Leaper.                  Action: CR
(c) It was agreed that the Clerk should go on the next financial training course in July.                                                             Action: CR
(d) It was agreed that details of the Parish Council’s estimated income and expenditure for the next financial year should be put on the website.

It was generally in a sound state.  The Clerk had investigated the possibility of obtaining some second-hand surfacing following the renewal of the Chipping Norton playground, but this was not forthcoming.
