Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Fawdry and Cllr Stickley, who were away.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 19 March 2008
The minutes of the last meeting held on 19 March 2008 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Leaper.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Mr Ken Bayliss would be prepared to construct a new playground fence with vertical fencing conforming to ROSPA standards.  This would cost in excess of £500.  It was agreed that this should go ahead with a ceiling of £600, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Leaper.

(b) The question of access to the village noticeboards had been raised again at the Annual Parish Meeting.  It was agreed that the one near the village hall should have a portion unlocked for public access.  The one on the village green was already accessible.          Action: NC

(c) The grass near Chapel Lane needed regular strimming.  Cllr Colston would organise this, and also talk to Mr David Bayliss about protective clothing during grass-cutting.                                        Action: NC

(d) Cllr Hill said that the question of road access in Little Rollright had been raised at its PCC meeting, and as a result the Clerk had sent Mr R Simpson details of the Parish Council’s correspondence with Oxfordshire Highways Dept.
5. Finance
(a) Allianz Insurance Renewal:  It was agreed to pay the annual insurance premium of £627.06, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Hill.                                                                                Action: CR
(b) Photocopying: It was agreed to pay the 2007-8 photocopying costs to the Church Council of £7.38, proposed by Cllr Hill, seconded by Cllr Leaper.                                                                          Action: CR
(c) It was agreed that the Clerk should attend the OALC planning course in October, costing £20 + VAT, proposed by Cllr Hill, seconded by Cllr Leaper.                                                                          Action: CR
(d) It was agreed that the bill for the outstanding village hall work, £1895.79, should be paid but that Cllr Colston would first check with the village hall chairman and treasurer that this was in order.  Proposed by Cllr Hill, seconded by Cllr Leaper.            Action: CR
(e) The Clerk reported that the first half of the precept had been received.
6. Planning

(a) The application for a replacement dwelling at Salford Manor was discussed and the Parish Council had no comments to make.

It was agreed that a letter should be written to the District Councillor reflecting the Parish Council’s disquiet at this matter.                                  Action: CR
7. Annual Parish Meeting – matters arising
(a) A parishioner had raised the issue of the Land Rover which had been parked on the grass verge near Chapel Lane for some time.  The Parish Council hoped it could find another home, particularly as  the grass around it would need to be cut soon.  This situation would be monitored.
