Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at

1.  Apologies

There were no apologies.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

3.  Minutes of the last meeting 
The minutes of the last meeting held on 17 July 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Hill.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a)  Cllr Hill reported that the playground repairs were not eligible for an Outdoor Recreation and Play Facilities grant from the WODC.  Cllr Stickley would get together with Cllr Hill to repair the poor surfacing.  The Clerk had obtained three quotations to replace the worn cradle swing seats, and it was decided to accept the Wicksteed quotation, with appropriate chains.  It was not known whether the new chains could be attached to the existing fittings, and the Clerk would ask a Wicksteed representative to visit.                            Action: DS/NH/CR
Concern was expressed at the vandalism of the fence.  It was agreed that this should be monitored and at some stage the fence should be replaced.

The Clerk had put up a notice about litter dropping, and the problem seemed to have improved a little. 

(b) The Clerk had had no reply from Cottsway Housing about The Leys ditch, despite two emails and a telephone call.  The Councillors felt the ditch was the Housing Association’s responsibility, and it was agreed to email again, with a copy to District Councillor Hilary Biles.

(c) Cllr Colston had tried to contact Paul Wilson, the District Council Deputy Area Engineer, to arrange a meeting about the grass verge near the church and the drain by The Leys, but had had no success.  It was agreed that when a meeting did take place the condition of silted-up drains should also be raised, as well as the state of the Golden Lane since the flooding. Cllr Fawdry would try to attend as well.

(d) The footpath along the Worcester Road continued to be blocked by hedges, to the extent that pedestrians had to go on the road.  Cllr Fawdry undertook to approach Town Councillor Michael Howes about it.                                                                                           Action: GF
(e) The Highways department would replace the 50 mph sign along the Worcester Road and paint the white lines on the Rollright Road as requested.  However, they were only responsible for the white lines up to Oakham, and the Clerk would write to Warwickshire District Council to ask them to do the rest. 5.  Finance

The external auditor had reviewed the accounts in July and Cllr Fawdry had replied to his queries.  Nothing further had been heard.  The grass-cutting grant of £811.44  had just been received.  

The Clerk was now unable to attend the Planning training day on 10 October and no Councillors wished to go.  A refund would be obtained and the Bursary people would be informed.  The Clerk had asked the Chipping Norton Town Clerk to provide her with copies of any handouts.                            Action: CR
6. Planning

An application had been received for the erection of a replacement single-storey extension to Meadow Cottage, Upper End.  The Parish Council had no objections to this proposal.                                                               Action: CR
7. Correspondence
Circulated correspondence was noted (see list at end of Minutes).  Cllr Stickley would go to the Town and Parish Council liaison meeting on 17 September.  Oxfordshire District Council had been sent the Parish Council’s comments on the provision of caravan sites for gypsies and travellers, the consensus being that housing and planning was already so restricted for people living in the area that special provision should not be made.
8. Flooding

The Clerk reported that 11 houses were known to have had some degree of flooding in the village, and that figure had been given to the WODC, who had requested the numbers affected. WODC information and advice was available for for those flooded.
9. Any other business

(a) Cllr Fawdry informed the meeting of a new permissive footpath across his land to make a circular walk including Shakespeare’s Way.  A map illustrating this would be put on the village noticeboard.     Action: CR
(b) OCC planning applications to extend the work at Rollright Quarry and build a new access road had recently been received.  The Clerk was asked to request a time extension so that this could be circulated and discussed at the next meeting.                                            Action: CR
(c) The Clerk was asked to request urgent reinstatement of the white lines at the turning into the village following the A44 resurfacing. Action: CR
