Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Stickley, who was on holiday.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 15 July 2008
The minutes of the last meeting held on 15 July 2008 were approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Edmunds.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a)  Playground fence: Mr Ken Bayliss had bought the materials but was not in a position to build the fence.  It was agreed that the Clerk should get three quotations from local fencers in the meantime.  Action: CR             
(b)  Playground swings:  A quotation had been received from Wicksteed Playscapes of approximately £120 and it was agreed to order the parts required.                                                                             Action: CR             
(c)  Grassmowing area calculation:  The Clerk had emailed twice but no response had been received.

(d)  Welcome pack:  The Clerk was in the process of compiling this.

(e)  Highways department:  The Council had repainted the white lines on the A44 and the Clerk had emailed the contractor about the unattractive road-painting directions on the road signs.  The Council felt strongly about the signs and since no response had been received, the Clerk was asked to email again.                  Action: CR

5. Finance
(a) Current situation:  The total funds in the Council’s bank accounts were £4404.23, £1798.32 being in the current account and £2605.91 in the deposit account.

(b) Clerk’s expenses: The Clerk’s expenses for the period April to June of £49.28 were agreed, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr  Colston.

(c) Mower repair: The mower had broken down and in the absence of the Chairman on holiday, Cllr Colston had authorised its repair, at an estimated cost of £221.10 + VAT.
David Bayliss was unable to mow the grass at the top of the village as it had got very long due to the absence of the mower and heavy rain. The Clerk would ask Newman’s if they would strim it.           Action: CR

6. Planning

There were no planning applications.

7. Flooding

(a) Parish Flood Report: The Salford Flood Report, issued by the WODC, which was on the Council website, was discussed.  It was agreed that a full emergency flood plan was unnecessary for Salford, but the Clerk would draft a short paper detailing emergency telephone numbers and other contact details. (b) There would be four flooding roadshows, to which members of the public and Parish Councils would be welcome, as follows:

· 9th September 2008, at New Beaconsfield Hall, Shipton –under-Wychwood, for the north of the District
· 11th September 2008 at Standlake Village Hall, for the south east of the District
· 16th September 2008 at Woodgreen Offices, New Yatt Road, Witney , for central and east of the District
· 18th September 2008 at Bampton Village Hall, for the west and south west of the District.
8. Orchard Close

A parishioner had raised the matter of parking in Orchard Close with the Parish Council.  It appeared that a disproportionate number of parking places were being occupied by certain individuals, and this was adversely affecting the lives of several people in the area. The Clerk was asked to write to the Environmental Health Officer of the WODC asking for their help in resolving this matter, copying the letter to Cottsway Housing, OCC Councillor Hilary Biles, District Councillor Andrew Bleaney, and the parishioner who had raised the matter. 9.  Cross Hands junction

A parishioner had raised the question of travellers occupying the grassy space opposite what used to be the Cross Hands Inn on the A44.  It was agreed that this situation should be monitored and Cllr Edmunds, who went past it every day, would notify the Clerk when she saw travellers camping there.   If the situation became long-term a letter might need to be written.                                                                                  Action: VE
9. Worcester Road footpath to Chipping Norton

Cars were blocking the footpath on the way up to Chipping Norton and the hedge had started to grow again.  The Clerk would write to County Councillor Biles asking her to help with both problems.  She would also be asked if the Council would consider incorporating a cycle path with the footpath so that people could safely cycle to and from Chipping Norton.
