2. Declarations of Interest

3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 20 November 2007

The minutes of the last meeting held on 20 November 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Hill.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a)  Website: The WODC’s website facilitator, Christine Lightfoot, had met with the Chairman and Clerk to discuss a Parish Council website.  She had produced a step by step guide to setting up such a website.  The Clerk would be the person to set it up and update it, and the WODC would charge £50 per year for the facilitator’s help and advice.  It was agreed that this project should be developed, proposed by Cllr Stickley, seconded by Cllr Hill, and that interested parties in the village should be invited to participate at a later stage, after Cllr Colston had mentioned it to the chairman of the village hall committee. The website guide booklet would be circulated among the councillors.                                                                    Action: NC/CR

(b)  Ownership of land and maintenance of ditches:  Cllr Colston would be replying to the WODC Principal Engineer.                    Action: NC
(c)  Traffic cones:  The traffic cones on the village green would be staying there until the road had been repaired.

(d)  Little Rollright footpath:  Cllr Hill had received a letter in reply to his addressed to Dan Weeks, saying that he was on leave but had recently inspected the footpath.  There was some discussion about the footpaths and public rights of way in Little Rollright and the Clerk was asked to write back requesting a definitive map of the area. 6. Planning

2 The Leys: Erection of front porch and conservatory and rear storey extension
The Council had no problem with the rear storey extension.  There was some concern at the erection of the front porch and conservatory, and the Clerk was asked to write to the WODC stating that while they did not wish to impede home improvements in general, the siting of the porch and conservatory on the front wall of the house would have a considerable impact as it was not in keeping with the neighbouring properties.  The WODC might have some suggestions for a design which would lessen this negative impact. Action: CR
7. Grass-cutting: OCC legal agreement

Oxfordshire County Council wanted to introduce a legal contract to authorise the Parish Council’s arrangements for grass-cutting.  This document would be circulated to councillors and should be discussed at a future meeting.
