Minutes December 2008

Salford Parish Council

Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at

Salford Village Hall

on Tuesday 16 December 2008 at 7.30pm

Present:
Cllrs N. Hill (Chairman),  V. Edmunds, E. Leaper, and D. Stickley, and Mrs C Ross (Clerk).

Two members of the public were present.

1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Colston, who was away.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 18 November 2008
The minutes of the last meeting held on 18 November 2008 were approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Stickley and seconded by Cllr Leaper.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) New model publication scheme:  Details of how the Parish Council was making information available to the public, under the scheme approved at the last meeting, have now been put on the website and were also available to view as a hard copy.
(b) Golden Lane hedge:  Cllr Stickley reported that this had now been cut back.
(c) Website:  It had not been possible to ascertain how many people had visited the website, but the Clerk would ask the new organisers of the website whether they could make it possible when they take over in January.                            Action: CR
(d) Planning: Cllr Stickley clarified the situation.  If a major alteration was added to a building plan after its approval by a Parish Council, the District Council was obliged to inform the Parish Council, but if it was only a minor change, the Parish Council might not be informed.  With regard to holiday lets, they should not revert to normal occupation without further approval being given, via a new planning application.
5. Finance

(a) Current situation:  The total funds in the Council’s bank accounts were £5310.44, £2629.03 in the deposit account and £2681.41 in the current account.  
(b) The Clerk’s estimate of income and expenditure for the rest of the financial year, and for the 2009-10 financial year, was discussed.  It was agreed that the precept should remain the 
same and not be increased, proposed by Cllr Stickley and seconded by Cllr Edmunds.
6. Planning
The application for Salford Manor Estate had been approved by the District Council.

7. Good Neighbour Scheme
The Clerk gave details of Good Neighbour Schemes.  Such schemes involved local voluntary groups which offered a service in their community for those in need of help and support. In Oxfordshire they were being introduced by Oxfordshire Community and Voluntary Action, with grants supported by the County Council.  Good Neighbour Schemes required committed volunteers to run them, and the first step would be to ascertain what sort of local support might be likely.  The documents would be circulated with the correspondence.
8. Tree pruning
It was agreed that some trees in the village needed pruning in the near future, and Cllr Hill would investigate the means of doing this.   Action: NH
9. Correspondence
Circulated and uncirculated correspondence was noted (see end of Minutes).

10.    Any other business

(a)  The Clerk undertook to find out if grit could be delivered directly to Cooks Lane for use in icy conditions, since grit was delivered elsewhere in the village, and whether the County Council charged for grit boxes.                                                                   Action: CR                                        
 (b)  After a great deal of rain the previous weekend, there had been a lot of excess water coming down under the village hall.  This was likely to be due to blocked-up drains and Cllr Edmunds undertook to raise this matter at the next village hall meeting, so that the riparian owners of the drains could be asked to keep them unblocked.   Action: VE        

(c)   The Clerk undertook to ask the Highways Department to prune the hedge on the A44 by the village entrance.                 Action: CR

(d)   The Clerk undertook to ask the Highways Department to put small 30mph discs on the A44 where the speed limit had been changed from 40mph.                                                                Action: CR
(e)   Oxfordshire County Council had sent an email asking for information on the village as they were attempting to start a website with a page on each town and village in the county.  The email would be circulated with the Correspondence and the Clerk would ask certain villagers if they would be prepared to contribute.                         Action: CR
