3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 18 December 2007

4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(c) Little Rollright footpath: It was agreed that the Clerk should write again asking for a reply to the original letter.  A definitive map had been sent and was discussed.  It was thought important that the footpath should not be fragmented.  The Clerk was asked to write to the Highways Department asking if the road coming down to Little Rollright was publicly maintained. Meanwhile Cllr Colston and Cllr Fawdry would ask the current local grass-cutters if they were willing to carry on this year.
