1. Declarations of Interest

Cllr Colston declared an interest in the Salford Cricket Club issue, being a member (item 6a).
2. Minutes of the last meeting held on 19 June 2007

The minutes of the last meeting held on 19 June were approved and signed as a correct record.

3. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) The RoSPA report had been received.  Urgent replacement of the two cradle swing seats was needed.  The Clerk would obtain some quotes in time for the next meeting.  An application for an Outdoor Recreation and Play Facilities Grant from the WODC would be made.

The RoSPA report had passed the condition of the surfacing.  It was decided that Cllr Stickley would be taken up on his offer to provide suitable filling-in for the edges as a temporary measure.

(b) The Clerk had been in touch with the Housing Association about the Leys ditch but as yet no reply had been received.

(c) The Deputy Area Engineer, Paul Wilson, was willing to meet a Salford PC representative to discuss the grass verge near the church.  The Chairman would contact him to arrange a meeting.
(d) Cllr Fawdry had cleared the blocked part of the Darcy Way footpath.  It was agreed to maintain it once or twice a year.
4. Finance

(a) A bursary of £88 had been awarded for Clerk training from the NOAC.

(b) It was agreed to pay the RoSPA invoice of £51.70.

(c) It was agreed that the HSBC bank should be notified of the change of the Clerk’s name and address.

(d) Cllr Fawdry reported that he was still waiting for the external auditor’s report.
5. Planning

(a) Lower End Cottage: erection of garage and store.


A member of the public expressed concern that the wall of the proposed garage as shown on the plan was immediately next to his boundary fence, so close that the integrity of his fence and garden would be compromised during construction.  The Parish Council had already replied to the Planning Department stating it had no objections.  However, in view of the issues raised, it would make further representations to the Council asking that this matter should be taken into account and suggesting that the wall should be slightly resited to avoid such a problem.

(b)  3 Chapel Lane: erection of two storey rear extension


The District Council had granted permission with caveats, mainly concerning the building materials used for the roof, walls, doors and windows.

6.  Correspondence

(a)  Circulated correspondence was noted (see list at end of Minutes).
A letter had been received from the Chairman of the newly-constituted Salford Cricket Club.  When the Salford Sports and Social Club had closed in 1990, the balance of its income had been handed over to Salford Parish Council for safe-keeping.  The new Cricket Club was wondering if it might have that money. However Cllr Fawdry stated that after several years the money had been used towards a new slide for the playground, since sufficient time had gone by to relieve the Council of its obligation to keep it for the Sports Club.   Due to demands on its current budget, the Parish Council was unable now to give the Cricket Club any money, but, recognising its value to the village, would consider giving financial help in the future.  The Clerk would write a letter to this effect.
 (b)  Correspondence not circulated was noted (see list at end of Minutes).

6. Any other business

(a)
The question of parking in the village in inappropriate places was raised.  It was important that footpaths were kept clear and not blocked by cars, and also that the school bus should have clear access.  It was agreed that informal representations should be made in the first instance, and then the Community Police Officers should be informed of the problem.  Mrs Barnard would be asked to mention the issue in Centre Point.

(b)   Cllr Fawdry expressed concern about water pouring down the hill past the village hall, due to the inadequacy of the drain at the top of Cooks Lane.  It was agreed that Cllr Colston would show Paul Wilson the drain when he met him about the grass verge.

(c)   The hedges overhanging the pavement on the Worcester Road were making access very difficult.  Cllr Colston undertook to talk to the owner of the field about cutting them back.

(d)   The main shoot on the young tree on the playground had been broken off and it was agreed to replace the tree in the winter.  The Clerk would put a short-term laminated notice near the playground asking people to look after it and keep it free of litter.
