1. Election of Vice-Chairman

Cllr Stickley proposed the election of Cllr Colston to the office of Vice-Chairman, seconded by Cllr Edmunds.

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Hill, who was unwell, and Mrs Ross (Clerk) who was on holiday.
3. Declarations of Interest

Cllr Stickley declared an interest in item 7, since he was on the District Council Planning Committee.
4. Minutes of the last meeting held on 16 June 2009
The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Edmunds and seconded by Cllr McGlynn.
5. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Village Hall flooding: Cllr Stickley was still pursuing the issue of funding.

(c) Public transport: bus service:  The Villager Bus Service had started a Tuesday service to and from Chipping Norton as an experimental measure until September; its continuance would depend on the degree of support from Salford residents.  Cllr McGlynn would ask Mrs Barnard to publicise this in Centrepoint.

(d) Playground seat: Cllr Stickley would see if his seat was still available.

(e) Grassmowing: The Clerk would be asked to write to Mr Bayliss advising him to use protective clothing and to offer to provide some if necessary.  The grass at the bottom of Chapel Lane had got quite high and Cllr Colston would try to get it strimmed.

6. Finance

6. We have maintained throughout the year an adequate and effective system of internal audit of the council’s accounting records and control systems and carried out a review of its effectiveness.  Answer: Yes

7.  We have taken appropriate action on all matters raised in reports from internal and external audit.  Answer: Yes

(c) The VAT refund for the previous year had been received, and it had been established that there was nothing owing to the Village Hall.

(d) It was agreed to pay £418 to David Bayliss for village mowing, proposed by Cllr Edmunds, seconded by Cllr McGlynn,and £43.50 to the Clerk to cover expenses, proposed by Cllr Edmunds and seconded by Cllr Stickley.
