1. Declarations of Acceptance of Office

Following his election to the office of Chairman at the last meeting, Cllr Colston accepted and signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office, which was witnessed by the Clerk.  Similarly, Cllr Hill accepted and signed the Declaration of Acceptance of the Office of Vice-Chairman, which was witnessed by the Clerk.

2. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Edmunds.
3. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
4. Minutes of the last meeting held on 18 May 2010
The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record.
5. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Annual Parish Meeting issues: 

(i)   The Cheltenham bus issue was still in hand.            Action:HM
(ii)  The Council’s position on Travellers’ encampments was discussed    and it was felt this was not a permanent problem.  The situation would be monitored.

(iii)  The straw at the Greedy Goose had still not been removed and the Clerk would contact the Council again.                Action:CR

(iv)   District Cllr Beaney would be reminded about the dog warden issue.                                                                          Action:CR

(b)  Bollards, The Leys: The Clerk would contact Cottsway Housing again, as nothing had been heard or done.

(c)  Pothole:  This had been fixed.

(d)  Dead Elms: Mr Kaye of the Arboricultural Team had been in touch with the householder and was waiting for a reply.
6. Finance
(a) There was £3245 in the current account, £1431 in the deposit account, and the current budget was £56 above the estimate.
(b) Section 2, the annual governance statement, of the Annual Return had been previously circulated. It was approved.

(c) The internal auditor’s fee of £125 was approved.

(d) Following the last meeting, the Clerk had investigated the insurance issue.  The current policy, with Allianz, was specifically for a small council and it was not possible to renew it on a six-monthly basis.  The OALC had given the names of two other companies, one of which, Tennyson Insurance (affiliated to Zurich), had quoted £680, which was £40 less than Allianz.  The Clerk had consulted the Chairman, and it had been agreed to stay with Allianz for the current year.  The invoice had been changed to £716.19, due to the removal of the wooden seat.
(e) The VAT refund of £123 had been received.
(f) It was agreed to pay David Bayliss £311 for grass-cutting.
7. Standing Orders

8. Councillor vacancy

Since the resignation of Cllr Stickley, the notice advertising the vacancy had been displayed in the village for the requisite fourteen days, with no response.  It was agreed to coopt a new Councillor.              Action:NC
