1. Declarations of Interest

Cllr Leaper made a declaration of interest (planning application : Hogs Paddock).

2. Minutes of the last meeting held on 15 May 2007
The minutes of the last meeting held on 15 May 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Stickley and seconded by Cllr Fawdry.

3. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Due to inclement weather before the meeting, the Councillors had not all inspected the playground, but Cllr Hill had obtained a quotation from Cotswold Playgrounds, to the effect that overall resurfacing would cost £2450, and repairing the gaps around the swing area only £375.  Alternatively DIY repair kits could be considered at £75 per kit.  It was agreed to wait for the ROSPA report before making any decisions, proposed by Clllr Stickley and seconded by Cllr Hill.
(b) Cllr Colston had approached Mr and Mrs Chambers about the ditch behind The Leys.  Although the ownership of the ditch was unclear, they were agreeable to the ditch being cleared during a dry period.  It was decided that the Clerk should get in touch with the Housing Association so that the tenants might be asked if they had any objections to the clearing, and also to see whether the Housing Association would inspect the ditch and offer comments.

(c) Cllr Colston had reported that the white lines along the top Rollright road had not been painted.  The Clerk would write to the Highways Department.

(d) With regard to the grass verge near the Church, the Clerk would write to the Highways Department and ask them to send a representative to meet with one of the Councillors to discuss the problem.

4. Finance

(a) It was agreed to fund the two remaining Clerk’s training days at a total cost of £70.50.  A bursary had been applied for to cover some of this cost.

(b) It was agreed to pay Ken Bayliss’ invoice for £125 for the repair of the noticeboard.  It was noted with gratitude that he had not charged for his labour.
(c) It was agreed to pay R J Symes £125 for signing the internal audit.  
Cllr Fawdry proposed that the accounts should now go to the external auditor, seconded by Cllr Stickley.

5. Planning

(a) 1 Chapel Lane:


Planning permission had been granted by WODC.

(b) 3 Chapel Lane:


There were no objections.

(c) Hogs Paddock, Cooks Lane:


Representations were made by two members of the public, and by Cllr Leaper, who left the meeting for the duration of the discussion, having declared a prejudicial interest.

The Council agreed that comments should be made to the WODC to the effect that the proposed roof design should be amended to be more consistent with the neighbouring properties and that the north and south walls should be of Cotswold stone.

6. Correspondence

(a) Oxon Minerals and Waste Local Development Framework: concern was expressed about the local impact of obtaining crushed rock from the Rollright Quarry after 2019. Comments were agreed which the clerk would send to the Planning Policy Officer.

(b) Circulated correspondence was noted: detailed at the end of these minutes.

7. Acceptability of summonses by email

All Councillors agreed that it was acceptable to receive summonses of meetings by email.
8. Any other business

The Parish Council land in Orchard Close had recently been dug up to repair a faulty cable.

Half of the Darcy Way footpath needed to be cleared; the Clerk would investigate.

The clerk would notify the Highways Department that the Parking sign on the westbound A44 approaching the village invalidated the 50 mph speed limit as it took the place of a speed limit sign.

The new Code of Conduct was now in force and Councillors should take care to register all interests which could potentially influence their work on the Parish Council.  It was better to over-register than under-register.
