Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held at

1. Election of Officers
In the absence of a third party and with the clerk not present the Chairman was obliged to request nominations for the post of Chairman.  It was proposed

by Cllr Fawdry, seconded by Cllr Stickley, that Cllr Colston be elected for a second year.  Cllr Hill was elected Vice-Chairman, proposed by Cllr Stickley, seconded by Cllr Leaper.  The post of Financial Officer was now within the remit of the Clerk.

2. Declarations of Interest
There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting held on 8 March 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Stickley.

4. Matters arising from the minutes

(a) The old notice board had been renovated by Ken Bayliss.  He should be thanked and asked to put a latch on the other notice board by the village hall.

(b) The Chairman had inspected the playground in detail earlier that evening.  The seesaw and small spring cycle were in good order.  The bucket swings looked shabby and slightly worn, with some gap around the edging of the wet-pour safety surface.  Of most concern was the slide wet-pour edges, and the gaps where the enlargement had taken place some years ago, which could become a danger.  After lengthy discussion Cllr Stickley offered to make it safe for the time being by filling the gap with suitable material.  All Councillors were asked to look at the site before the next meeting and bring back suggestions.  Rospa should also make their inspection soon.
5. Matters arising from the Annual General Meeting on 17 April 2007

(a) With regard to the possible widening of the A44 at the Salford turn, it was decided to take no action.  However, the Chairman would ask Newmans to keep the hedge trimmed and the grass shorter on the bend.

(b) The Chairman had visited the ditch behind The Leys that evening, after a substantial amount of rain had fallen.  There was not a great deal of water; however there was a lot of garden rubbish at the north end.  The Chairman would try and establish where ownership lay, and the Councillors were asked to inspect the area before the next meeting.

(c) A team painting white road lines had been seen and the Chairman undertook to see if the lines on the Rollright road had been done.

(d) The slow sign on Salford Hill was working at present and would be monitored.

6. Finance
(a) Cheques were signed for the insurance policy renewal (£599.86), OALC subscription (£122.79), and the Clerk’s training day on 6 June (£47).
(b) The precept of £3000 had been received.

(c) A bursary for Clerk’s training should be applied for.

(d) The Clerk’s salary was reviewed in accordance with the agreement at the May 2006 meeting.  It was agreed that the salary should be £1400 pa plus any expenses, the additional £200 being to cover the additional financial work.

7. Correspondence 

(a) A resolution was passed to the effect that the mandatory provisions in the revised Model Code of Conduct be adopted as the Salford Parish Council Code of Conduct with effect from 1 June 2007, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Stickley.  The Clerk would be asked to notify the District Council accordingly.

(b) Other correspondence detailed on the agenda was reviewed.  There were no offers to go onto the OALC executive committee.
8.  Planning

There were no planning applications.

9.  Any other business

Cllr Stickley raised the issue of whether there should be hard standing put down or a layby constructed where cars are parked on the grass verge by the entrance to the village near the Church.  This would be on the next meeting’s agenda.

10. Next meeting

The meeting closed at 20.41 hours.  The next meeting would be on Tuesday, 19 June, and the Chairman indicated he would not be present.  Cllr Hill would chair the meeting in his absence.
