1. Election of Chairman

Cllr Hill proposed the election of Cllr Colston to the office of Chairman, seconded by Cllr Edmunds.  Cllr Hill was elected to the office of Vice-Chairman, proposed by Cllr Edmunds and seconded by Chairman Colston. 

2. Apologies

There were no apologies.

3. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

4. Minutes of the last meeting held on 16 March 2010
The minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct record.

5. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Village hall flooding: The situation remained the same.
(b) Little Rollright footpath: Oxford County Council were aware of the situation and had noted it as an alert to be investigated when resources allowed.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should keep this issue open and remind the authorities so that it was not forgotten. (c) Footpath map: This had not been sent out with the March Centrepoint as a suitable one could not be found.  The Cotswold Warden had promised to find one and the Clerk would remind her.                                           Action:CR
(d) Matters arising from the Annual Parish Meeting:
The Cheltenham bus had been impeded by inconsiderate parking and it was agreed that Cllr McGlynn would try to sort this out.                    Action: HM

The Parish Council should review this situation regularly and discuss it again at a future meeting when all Councillors were present. 6. Finance
(a) The current account contained £3968 and the deposit account £1431.  The precept and grasscutting income had been received.  The current budget, detailing estimated and actual expenditure, was discussed.
(b) The 2009-10 accounts were formally adopted, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr McGlynn.  They had been audited by Chris Druce and the Chairman and Clerk signed the appropriate section of the Annual Return, prior to its going to the external auditor. As agreed previously, Mr Druce would be auditing the accounts from now on, on a quarterly basis, and he would be asked if he would submit his fee at the end of the financial year.                                                               Action:CR

The insurance invoice and assessment of assets were reviewed. The policy seemed to be designed for larger councils and the Clerk was asked to approach the OALC
 to see if a more appropriate insurance company could be found.  She would also ask the current insurers if they would agree to a six-monthly renewal. In the meantime the invoice of £721.36 was approved, and if necessary would be paid by the deadline of 1 June.       Action:CR                                                  
(d)  The £66 agreed at the last meeting for the Youth Club would not cover 12 weeks’ hall hire, and so a further £33 was agreed to cover the discrepancy.
