1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr D Stickley.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 16 October 2007

The minutes of the last meeting held on 16 October 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Leaper, seconded by Cllr Hill.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Cottsway Housing:  The Housing Association map showed that The Leys belonged to the Association and not to the WODC.  With regard to the ditch, Kevin Jack had spoken to the Chairman and was continuing to look into the matter.

(b) Worcester Road footpath:  The Clerk had mentioned the obstructed footpath to the Chipping Norton Clerk.

(c) Golden Lane:  The Council had repaired some of the lower end of the Golden Lane.  It was thought it may not last too long and patching up may be required in the future.
5. Finance

(a) Precept request: The Clerk had prepared an estimate of income and expenditure until the end of this financial year, and also for 2008/9.  It was agreed that the precept request for 2008/9 should be maintained at £6000, proposed by Cllr Fawdry and seconded by Cllr Hill.

(b) Grass cutting invoice:  David Bayliss’ invoice for £450 should be paid, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Leaper.

(c) It was agreed that a Local Council Clerk’s Guide should be purchased for  £17.70, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Leaper.
(d) Retrospective authorisation for payment of £293.23 for the new cradle swings was given, proposed by Cllr Hill and seconded by Cllr Leaper.  Cllr Hill.  Cllr Hill was thanked for his work overseeing the playground and installing the swings.

6. Planning

(a) Hirons Hill Farm:  There was no objection to the two applications concerned with changes of use.

(b) 3 Chase Cottages:  This application had been granted.

(c) Rollright Quarry:  The application concerned with continuation of work at the site had been granted.  As yet there was no news on the application to do with the new road.

(d)  1 Chapel Lane:  This application had been granted.

(e)  Hogs Paddock:  An letter had been received from WODC explaining why the Parish Council had not received the amended plans prior to the application being granted.  It was agreed that the Clerk should write to the WODC saying that this explanation should have been sent to the Parish Council without having to be requested.             Action: CR
7. Website

The Clerk had been in touch with Christine Lightfoot, the WODC’s website facilitator, who had offered to meet her and the Chairman to discuss a Salford website.  It was agreed that there should be a preparatory meeting, and that after that other interested village bodies should be invited to take part in the planning of the website. 8. Village vandalism

There had been vandalism in the village, particularly on the village green where railings had been broken and the young tree broken in half. It was agreed that the situation should be monitored and that in the New Year consideration should be given to erecting a new fence on the green.  At a later stage the vandalism should be mentioned in the Parish newsletter and possibly in Centre Point.
