1. Apologies

2. Declarations of Interest

3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 19 October 2010

4. Matters arising from the minutes:
(a)  Greedy Goose straw : The Clerk had been in touch with the NFU about the straw who were arranging an estimate to remove it.  She would remind the Council about the road signs, which had not yet been replaced.

(c) Grit:  Cllr McBride had made a container for the grit at the top of Cooks Lane and the Clerk had emailed the Council accordingly. The grit container in Roses Lane needed clearing up and Cllr Colston would do this.                                                                                  Action: NC
(d) Mobile village shop: After some email correspondence with the mobile shop promoters, warning of the possible lack of customers if the shop came to the village on Chipping Norton market day, it had proved impractical to change the choice of Wednesday for the village.  So the shop would be visiting at lunchtime on Wednesdays, in two locations, and publicity notices had been put up. (e) About £150 had been collected for the tree in memory of Mark Wrench, and this had been banked in the Parish Council bank account for safe-keeping until the spring.  Cllr Colston would have a word with the organisers about the tree’s precise location.               Action: NC
(f) Dog waste box: Cllr McBride would have a word with the neighbours prior to the Clerk asking the Council to move the box near the village green to the telegraph pole at the top of Roses Lane.   Action: SM/CR
5. Finance
(a) Current situation: There was £3049 in the current account and £1431 in the deposit account, which was in line with the budget. Mr Druce had done the half-yearly audit and would be sending in his invoice.

(b) Village Hall: Cllr Colston explained that now that the loan for the refurbishment of the Village Hallwas about to be paid in full, future support should be considered.  Historically the Parish Council had given financial support when it could.  Mr Ross stated that while the Village Hall’s income was in line with its expenditure, there was little left over for general maintenance, and therefore a contribution to this would be welcome.  Mr Ross was asked to obtain the last two end-of-year accounts so that the Council would have information on which to make a decision on the amount to give.  This would be on the agenda for the meeting of May 2011.                                       Action: WR/CR
(c) Next year’s budget: The estimated budget for next year was presented and considered.
(d) Next year’s precept:  It was agreed to keep the precept at £6000.
