1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr N. Hill.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

3.  Minutes of the last meeting held on 18 September 2007

The minutes of the last meeting held on 18 September 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Stickley, seconded by Cllr Leaper.
4.  Matters arising from the minutes:

(a)  Playground:  Cllr Stickley was thanked for filling in the sides of the surfacing around the swings.  Thanks were also expressed to Cllr Hill for fitting the new cradle swings.
(b)  Cottsway Housing:  The Chairman had set out the situation as he saw it and this had been emailed to Kevin Jack (WODC Senior Engineer).  No response had yet been received.  It was reiterated that this affair was not the responsibility of the Parish Council.

(c)  The Chairman had that day met Paul Wilson, Deputy Area Engineer, about the following:
      Grass verge near church: the solution would be to lay down blocks,       covered by soil and grass.  This would not be a priority as the WODC was  4-6 weeks behind schedule due to the flooding, and it was agreed a reminder should be sent in February if nothing had been done by then.

Drains:  those at the top of the village were all right, those nearer the bottom silted up.  The WODC would arrange for their high-pressure machine to wash them out in due course.

The drain at the bottom of The Leys would probably need to be moved to be effective.

The broken road at the bottom end of the playground would be repaired and it was likely a kerb would be put there.

Golden Lane: The WODC would be renovating the bottom part of the Golden Lane with tarmac chippings.  Cllr Stickley said he would be doing something similar to the top part with a view to eventually putting tarmac down.

The Leys: The Deputy Engineer had raised the question of whether the WODC was responsible for The Leys Road.  The Cottsway Housing representative had produced a map in November 2006 when she attended a Parish Council meeting and the Clerk would try to find a copy for the next meeting. (d)  The Worcester Road footpath was still blocked.  As it was technically out of the Parish area the Clerk would have a word with the Chipping Norton Town Clerk about it.                                                                    Action: CR

(e) The arrows on the A44 turning had been painted and the cat’s eyes were about to be reinstalled.
