(c)  The Clerk was working on a contact list which would form the basis of an emergency flood plan for the village.                             Action: CR
(d)   Orchard Close: There had been a response from the Environmental   Department of the WODC to the original letter sent after the August meeting.  However, no reply had been received from Cottsway Housing to the later letter and the Clerk was asked to write again.

(e) Playground bench:  This had been inspected and sorted out by the Chairman, who reported that it was generally in a good state of repair.   
(f)  The manhole cover in The Leys had been repaired.
(g)   In response to the Clerk’s letter about sound-absorbing tarmac, the
Deputy Area Engineer had replied saying that the road was structurally sound and any resurfacing work would have to be directed to locations where the structural integrity of the road was compromised.  

(h)  Advice had been sought from the OALC( about the suspended tyre    on the village green, and as a result the tyre had been taken down to avoid liability if there were an accident.
(i) It was agreed that approximately £50 should be spent on an external hard drive to back up Council documents and information.
5. Finance
(a) Current situation:  The total funds in the Council’s bank accounts were £3254.33, £635.22 being in the current account and £2619.11 in the deposit account.  The precept of £3000 was due.
(b) The external auditor’s report had been circulated, in the light of which the Annual Return ws approved and adopted, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Edmunds.

(c) The Clerk’s salary for the last quarter had been paid by cheque instead of standing order, since there had been a slight mistake on the amended standing order agreed at the last meeting.  Under these circumstances the Chairman and Deputy Chairman had agreed to sign the cheque.
