1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr G. Fawdry.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 21 August 2007

The minutes of the last meeting held on 21 August 2007 were approved and signed as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Hill, seconded by Cllr Stickley.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a) Cllr Stickley would be organising the infilling during the following week and would be contacting Cllr Hill.                                Action: DS/NH
(b) Kevin Jack, the Senior Engineer at the WODC, had been in touch with Cottsway Housing, who had sent out a representative.  The findings of this representative, emailed to the Council by Kevin Jack, contained several inaccuracies, and the Clerk was asked to correct these on advice from Cllr Colston. (c) The total cost of two new cradle seats, plus chains and fittings, from Wicksteed Playscapes, would be £218.00.  It was agreed that the Clerk should order them and hopefully they would be simple to install.

(d) The Deputy Area Engineer had not responded to Cllr Colston’s email regarding a meeting.  It was agreed that the Clerk should telephone him and press the matter.                                                 Action: CR
(e) Cllr Fawdry had been in touch with Mike Howes about the Worcester Road footpath, but the situation had not yet improved.

(f) The white lines on the A44 had eventually been painted but the Clerk had subsequently asked for the arrows to be reinstated.  As yet they had not appeared.  It was agreed that the Clerk should express the Parish Council’s concern at the delay, and also request the removal of the signs left behind.  With regard to the Rollright Stones road, Warcs County Council would repaint the lines when the road was repaired during the next twelve months.                                      Action: CR
5. Finance

The external auditor’s report had been received and the accounts had been accepted.  Two recommendations had been made: the Council’s acceptance of the accounts should be specifically minuted, and the level of insurance cover appeared to be insufficient.  This latter point was probably due to the loan in respect of the village hall improvements.  It was agreed to pay the auditor’s fee of £370.15, proposed by Councillor Stickley and seconded by Councillor Leaper.                                                                       Action: CR
6. Planning
(a)  Construction of a new entrance and access road at Rollright Quarry: After discussion it was felt that this was not the answer to the continued development at the quarry,  rather that the junction of the C70 and C115 roads should be improved to improve visibility and that quarry traffic should exit the site via the C70.  In addition the C115 was unsuitable for large numbers of heavy goods vehicles.
(b)  Hogs Paddock, Cooks Lane:  Planning permission had been granted to a revised application submitted on 13 August, which the Parish Council had not seen.  This was felt to be irregular and the Clerk was requested to contact the WODC to ask for an explanation.
(c)  1 Chapel Lane:  The Council’s comments on the proposed changes to the two storey extension were that adequate parking, preferably sufficient for two vehicles, should be incorporated within the property boundaries.
