1. Apologies

Apologies were received from Cllr Colston, who was harvesting.
2. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
3. Minutes of the last meeting held on 17 August 2008
The minutes of the last meeting held on 17 August 2008 were approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record, proposed by Cllr Leaper and seconded by Cllr Edmunds.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:

(a)  Playground fence:  Mr Ken Bayliss was going to do this after all and hopefully would be starting in approximately two weeks.         
(b)  Playground swings:  The new swing cables had been installed.  New pins had not been sent and had been requested.
(c)  Highways department:  Lydia Jewell, Traffic Technician at OCC(, had requested the contractor to remove the unattractive graffiti.
(d)  Worcester Road footpath:  The hedge had not yet been cut back and the Clerk would keep an eye on this.                                   Action: CR
 In response to the request for a cycle track, a reply had been received from the Deputy Area Engineer at OCC saying that an assessment would be made when the next Local Transport Plan was considered in 2016.  However, he also said that widening of the footpath would take place in the winter months, from November onwards.
(e)  The Chairman had been to the Flooding Road Show at Shipton under Wychwood on 9 September hoping to discuss the village emergency plan with the Environmental Officer.  Unfortunately he had not yet arrived and so it was left that someone from the Environmental Office would contact Cllr Hill.  Cllr Stickley said that he would pursue this matter.  He also said that WODC# were still waiting for the Government funding to come through.
